Eligibility and Documentation Requirements

Eligibility

 

The Oscar van Leer Journalism Fellowship is open to individuals who:

· Are resident in one of the quailifying locations (Mexico, Kenya, Orissa (India), Peru, Colombia, South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda and Caribbean Region).

· Have a good to excellent command of English.

· Are connected to a reputable media outlet, either as an employee or as a frequently published freelance contributor, and intend to continue to pursue a career in the media in their country of residence.
While there is no age limit, the fellowship is expected to appeal to ambitious young journalists who are interested in developing an expertise in children’s issues. We don’t expect you to be an expert in early childhood development, but you should be able to demonstrate an interest or a track record in covering child or family issues.

Documentation Requirements

Please include all of the following documents with your application. Applications WITHOUT the following documents will NOT be considered. 

1. One example of your work which covers child or family issues. It can have been previously published (though please check there would be no copyright problem if we share this piece through our website if you are shortlisted), or specifically developed for the purpose of accompanying this application. 

a. If you are submitting an example of written work (2000 words max.), such as an article in a newspaper or magazine, which is in a language other than English, please also include a translation in English.

b. If you are submitting an audio or video file (10 minutes max.) which includes language other than English, please also include a written transcription, either in English.

2. A resumé

3. A letter of motivation that explains your interest in developing a special journalistic expertise in children’s issues, and outlines what you see as the potential impact of the fellowship on your future career plans.

Please note that if you are shortlisted, we may contact your employer for a reference or ask for documentary evidence to support statements you have made in your application.
The awarded fellows will be requested to make a brief presentation during the award ceremony.
